Equipment Management  

No large purchases were required this year, but we did start to update the goalie gear and purchased 5 new sets of leg pads and some new sticks.  Updating the goalie gear will continue as needed each year.

Risk Management 

The transition to having the coaches wear helmets on the ice went very smooth.

No major problems were noticed with the rinks and we have asked the Corporation of Delta to address a few minor concerns.

Please be aware that any assistant under 16 helping on the ice requires full gear.  Anyone 16 and over will require their Coaching certification to be behind the bench.

Skill development is a critical element of our program that we need to focus resources on.  We will continue to hold body checking, power skating, goalie, and referee clinics.  We try to pre-schedule but sometimes it is difficult due to ice constraints, team travel, and availability of instructors.
