Hockey 1-4   2009-2010 Year End Report:

After the initial registration and movement of players relative to skill level, we ended up with the following totals:

H1-35
H2-63

H3-61

H4-63

The season was very successful overall. Blair Tuba stepped up and assisted Brinsley Salaken with H1 while Brinsley concentrated on H2. I ran H3 while Darren Chisholm was Division Manager for H4. Most of the feedback has been very positive regarding the skill groups to games ratios. Please see below the breakdown of the season as per division.

H1- As noted 35 players with some of the players originating from H2,3 and 4 due to it being there first year and unable to skate. Blair Tuba managed this Division working with all the Coaches, and liaising with all the parents. A future consideration should be that all new players start off in this division and then move up as apposed to move down. It would be easier to manage.

H2- Brinsley managed this division. One of the issues, no fault of Brinsley was Coaches not completing their post tasks and unable to finish the season on the ice. There were numerous reminders to no avail. There was also not enough safety people trained for this division.  H2 did skill based practices prior to December when teams were formed for in house games.

H3-The evaluation process for skill groups went very well. There were 15 Coaches to start the season with which was very helpful. There were approx 4-5 new Coaches sign up in this division. H3 ran skill based practices until December as well, and then formed teams for in house play.

H4-This division participated in the PCAHA league play. Feedback from families was that all team coaching staff should participate in player evaluations and Head Coaches participate in team draft night. This would keep the process transparent and more ‘aligned with’ the higher divisions of minor hockey.  As the VP for Hockey 1-4 I will make sure next year this is done in all divisions.

Next season as the VP I am going to assign a division manager for H1 and one for H2 instead of them being combined.  Further discussion needs to be done regarding new players coming in for the first time that can't skate. (ie learn to skate program??) Yogi and I have had some preliminary discussions regarding this. Overall this was a successful season.
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
