AGM Report – 2009-2010

Website: The purpose of the website is to provide relevant hockey information not only for events occurring within South Delta, but also those elsewhere in the region, province, and nationally.  We can be proud of the excellent hockey tradition established and fostered here in South Delta.  The 2009-2010 season featured regular, timely website updates and Division Managers actively took advantage of the opportunity to post division-related news and schedule information.  

Features: SDMHA volunteer Theresa Watts celebrated her RBC Hockey Leader Award.  Meanwhile, a contingent of SDMHA volunteers led by Theresa Watts participated in the Olympic Torch Relay! Congratulations on all fronts!

Sponsorship: A defined sponsorship program has been established in partnership with the Director at Large however this is one area that needs further attention.  There is a great opportunity to leverage the strength of the community towards increased sponsorship and advertising.  Completing updates to the sponsorship boards at both LLC and SDRC will go a long way in proving value to existing sponsors.  Website advertising options have been consolidated to one offering.  It is important for SDMHA to broaden its reach and relationships with local business and community groups.  Further, an opportunity to advertise in the Hockey Now newspaper exists as another means to increase awareness of the great hockey development in South Delta.

Apparel: Real Hip Clothing continued as the “Preferred Apparel Supplier” to South Delta Minor Hockey.  This is in addition to the supply of coach’s track suits from Ice Level Source for Sports.  These contracts are up for review.  It is recommended that SDMHA investigate other sources of supply prior to extending or renewing existing agreements.

Delta Ice Hawks Sponsorship: A strong partnership continued with the Delta Ice Hawks Junior B Hockey Team.  The Ice Hawks generously provided free tickets to all players to attend their division’s respective “Delta Ice Hawks” hockey nights.  Furthermore, the Ice Hawks provided sponsorship to the Tim Jardine Bantam AAA Tournament and the “Party In Da House” tournament.  Finally, the Delta Ice Hawks are into their second year of a three-year commitment to (2) $500 dollar scholarships (one for a graduating SDMHA player at SDSS and one for a graduating SDMHA player at DSS).   SDMHA looks forward to continuing to work with the Ice Hawks in coming years.

Vancouver Giants: The Vancouver Giants continued to be a strong supporter of SDMHA with participation in the Ticket Nights, Initiation Hockey Games, and overall awareness and support towards the development of SDMHA athletes.
